Wells Scholars Program Scholarship – by Nomination

Indiana University - Bloomington

Who?

· Awarded for merit, the Wells Scholars Program is looking for outstanding students who have shown exceptional academic accomplishment and promise, fine character and leadership, significant involvement in extracurricular activities, a concern for their communities, and interest in the larger world.  
· Factors considered include GPA and Class Rank, SAT and/or ACT scores, special academic honors and awards, unusual personal qualities as indicated by extracurricular activities, community service, or independent initiatives in any area, and exceptional talent in a specific area.

· There is, however, no specific model for a Wells Scholar and no single factor will determine the evaluation.  
· Average GPA and Class Rank of past Wells Scholars have averaged around 3.9 (unweighted) and upper 5% of graduating class, with combined Critical Reading and Math SAT scores of 1430 or higher, or, a composite score of 32 or higher on the ACT, and being very active in extracurricular activities.  
· Wells Scholars have studied varied fields in the past, including medicine, law, education, business, the sciences, the arts, and the humanities.

· Only two students from Manual High School may be nominated for this award.

What Is This?

· The scholarship is named in honor of Herman B. Wells, one of the greatest leaders of the 20th century in higher education.  He served Indiana University as its president from 1937-1962 and as university chancellor from 1962-2000.

· Admittance to the Wells Scholars Program is awarded on the basis of merit and pays the full cost of attendance for four years of undergraduate study at Indiana University Bloomington.  Wells Scholars may choose to spend one of those years studying abroad.  The Wells Scholars Program provides special educational opportunities that, in close interaction with our distinguished faculty, foster academic excellence, growth in leadership, and engagement in the larger world. We also provide a grant to each of our Scholars to pursue a summer internship, a research project, a creative activity, or a service experience.

· Wells Scholars are required to complete a minimum of 12 credit hours of course work each semester and to maintain a cumulative GPA of 3.40.  
· Scholars are also encouraged to participate in all aspects of the Wells Scholars Program including extracurricular activities.

· Wells Scholars have won the most prestigious awards for graduate study, including Rhodes, Marshall, Mitchell, Churchill, Truman, Gates Cambridge, and Rotary Scholarships; Fulbright Grants; and Ford, Javits, NSF, and Soros Fellowships.

Special Opportunities:
· Wells Scholars may spend up to an academic year studying overseas, with support for tuition and living expenses.  
· Other Wells Scholars have studied in Argentina, Australia, Chile, China, Egypt, England, France, Germany, Hungary, Japan, Kenya, Mexico, Spain, and many other countries.

How Do I Apply?

· Inform Mr. Fowler you want to be considered for the Wells Scholarship – we may nominate two students from Manual/YPAS. 

· A review committee will select the two students who it is felt would have the greatest chance of receiving the scholarship.
· Provide Mr. Fowler with a copy of your resume and a statement describing why you are qualified and worthy of nomination for this scholarship.

· In your statement – address the following topics (these essay topics have been a part of the application in the past, so spend enough time that you would not have to do much refining for the actual Wells Application):

1. Extracurricular Statement - Describe one of your extracurricular activities you found particularly fulfilling and what made it so or what you consider to be your most significant involvement or contribution to Manual/YPAS – you will use this in your final scholarship application so make sure you word process and save. (200-300 words)
2. Interest Statement - Describe what you would most like to study and what additional interests you would like to pursue at IU and tell us why – you will also use this in your final scholarship application so word process and save. (200-300 words)
3. Essay - Formulate a question about an issue of significance about which thoughtful people disagree – be prepared, if selected to be nominated, to write an essay of from 600 – 800 words of your analysis of the issue and your response to the question, noting the strongest competing arguments.  You will also use this in your final scholarship application so word process and save. 
4. The faculty committee at IU will place special emphasis on the significance and clear focus of the question you pose as well as on the quality of the evidence, thinking, and writing shown in your analysis and response.

5. Please provide appropriate acknowledgement of any sources on which you have relied.

· PLEASE NOTE THE FOLLOWING IMPORTANT MATTER:  November 1 is a key deadline for application to IU for consideration for many opportunities at IU.  IU asks that MANUAL HIGH SCHOOL NOT NOMINATE STUDENTS who have applied for or who definitely intend to apply for admission by early binding decision at another university since those students, should they be admitted by early binding decision, would be prevented from considering accepting a Wells Scholarship
